IMPORTANT NOTICE!
All Hallsville Water Clients
You may notice excessively high water bills over the summer months, particularly our July to August bills. Due to our drought, please take the following precautions until we start getting some precipitation.

1)  Water your lawn/garden only during the early hours of the morning.  Preferably between 1AM – 5AM.  This gives the ground a chance to soak up that water before the sun evaporates it during the day.

2)   Water every other Night/morning.

3) Make sure if you water with a hose you do not leave it on accidentally.  That running water can shoot your water bill right up!

4)   Take shorter showers, don’t fill your bath as high and don’t leave the water running when brushing teeth, washing face or dishes.

5)  Make sure you check for leaks!  Toilets running, leaky faucets, or leaks under your sinks are called “silent leaks” and can cost you many dollars in lost water.
